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Initiative Petition to End Forced Unionization

Tomorrow, Missourian Greg Johns will be filing an initiative petition that aims to put an end to forced unionization.  

The measure is similar to four bills that have been filed in the Missouri House and Senate.

“Missourians should not be forced to join a union in order to get a job.  This initiative petition will make sure the choice of union membership is left up to each individual,” said Greg Johns.  “By ensuring workers cannot be forced to join a union as a condition of employment, this initiative will allow non-union workers the opportunity to bargain individually and give unionized workers the accountability necessary to take control of their own unions and overcome union bosses who too often put politics ahead of their workers’ interests.”
